Sunday 1st April 2007, Henley-upon-Thames

Building winds throughout the week gave good
preparation for the situation as the crews woke
up on Sunday April 1st. The Men’s Head of the
River Race had been cancelled during racing the
day before, due to swampings and sinkings of
competing crews, and even the usually quiet
stretch at Henley had been unrowable the
previous afternoon. The decision was made early
on by the Presidents and Committee to shorten
the course from its usual 2000m to less than
1500m, starting between Upper Thames Rowing
Club and Old Blades.

First up were the Women’s Reserve Crew. From a
disappointing row at the Women’s Head of the
River Race, Blondie went from strength to
strength during training. Unfortunately their start
was somewhat hampered by the conditions, and
they dropped over a length down. A very gutsy
performance saw them inch back on Osiris’ lead,
and they crossed the finish line just under a
length behind.

The lightweight women raced half an hour later.
They struggled in the conditions, and the
OUWLRC crew took the lead off the start. The
Cambridge crew stayed with them, but was
unable to make any impact on their lead, and
crossed the line a length behind. 

In the main Blue Boat Race Oxford suffered
equipment failure and so the race had to be
restarted.   When the race finally got underway,
the Cambridge crew moved up a few seats on the
start pattern, and comfortably contained the two
big pushes that their opposition put in. They
came through the Barrier a length ahead, their
sharper technique giving them an advantage in
the wind and waves. In the second 500m, Oxford
took the quieter water under the Bucks bank,
which helped them, but not enough to challenge
the winning Cambridge Blue Boat, which finished
half a length ahead.

Other News

Henley Royal Regatta 2006: We were one of the
few crews to qualify for the Remenham
Challenge Cup at this world-famous, international
regatta. Cambridge met the Dutch national eight
in the first round, a crew which went on to
compete in the World Championships later that
summer. The event was won by the American
national squad.

Head of the Charles, Boston, USA: This three-mile
race is the biggest two day rowing event in the
world, with over 1600 boats and 8200 rowers
competing from 16 countries. CUWBC competed
in the Women’s Championships division and,
despite being held up by a slower crew in front,
they moved up 10 places to finish 25th amongst
some very experienced crews.

Four’s Head, 18th November 2006: CUWBC
entered five IVs and a quad in the 52nd Fuller’s
Head of the River Fours. The CUW quad finished
third in the WS2 4x division and despite a
disappointing race the CUW coxed IV won WS3

4+, beating a significant number of men’s coxed
IVs, with a time that would have placed them
second in WS2 4+.

Youth Olympics: Rachael Jefferies (Blue Boat
2007) was selected for the Youth Olympics, which
took place in Sydney, Australia (17th-21st
January). Rachael competed in the women’s
single scull, quadruple scull and eight, gaining
gold in both the quad and the eight.

Head of the Trent, 18th February 2007: The first
boat was entered into Senior 1 and raced well in
this 6km event to win the Robin Haslam trophy
for the second time in two years. 

Women’s Eights Head of the River (WeHorr), 
17th March, 2007: The Blue Boat finished in 8th
place in this event – the largest rowing
competition for women in the world. The
lightweights finished 21st (overtaking several
crews during the race) and Blondie finished in
55th place.

BUSA, May 2007: Cambridge had a very
successful weekend at BUSA. The Blue Boat won
the Championships Eights (beating Oxford and
Durham), the Lightweight VIII beat the Osiris
(Oxford heavyweight reserves) crew to gain third
place in Junior Eights and a lightweight coxless
four easily dominated their event. Helen Ralston
(Lightweights 2007) raced extremely well in a
single scull and came fourth in the Championship
singles and second in Lightweight singles.

The 58th Varsity Match, held in Oxford, was
expected to be a closer-run contest than in
recent years, with Oxford having strengthened
considerably.  Although Cambridge had shown
their dominance over the indoor season league
matches, the Varsity Match is the first time in the
year that the two teams meet outdoors.  The
difference shooting outdoors makes was
highlighted by the poor weather conditions on
the day. Cambridge, however, coped well and put
in some strong performances.  Top of the pile was
Ric Whalley with 877, coming first in his final
Varsity Match.  Combined with the scores of new
Half Blue Robert Fryers (854), the perennial Ian
Caulfield (809) in his seventh and supposedly
final Varsity Match, and Helen Markland (796), this
produced a team score that beat Oxford soundly
by over 200 points.  This is the tenth year in a row

that Cambridge have won the Rose Bowl trophy,
a new record for consecutive wins.

Cambridge’s novices, meanwhile, had a mission to
bring back the Varsity novice plate which was lost
to Oxford for the first time ever last year.  They
carried off an emphatic victory, destroying their
Dark Blue counterparts by over eight hundred
points.  The team were David Bebb, Dan Strange,
Ivan Hoo and Maciek Hermanowicz, who bring the
plate back to its rightful home, long may it remain!
This was the latest in a string of victories for this
novice squad, who have only once found worthy
opposition this year (at BUSA indoors, where they
took silver but missed out on gold by just five
points), having cleaned up every match of the
indoor league in similar fashion.  Some of the credit
for these victories must also go to Robert Fryers
(committee Novice Officer) for his dedication in
training beginners this year.  With three members
of the victorious experienced team leaving this
year, the success of the novices is an encouraging
sign of an eleventh consecutive win next year!

After a week to recover from the thrills and
excesses of May Week, Cambridge sailors
gathered at the Royal London Yacht Club in
Cowes to do battle with the Oxford scum in the
2007 Sailing Varsity Match, sponsored by OC&C
Strategy Consultants. Racing took place over two
days in Sonar keel boats provided by the Island
Sailing Club, with both mixed and ladies’ teams
competing. Team racing is a fast-paced and
tactical form of sailing, sometimes likened to
chess on water, but with all pieces moving at the
same time. Two teams of two or three boats
attempt to cross the finish line with the best
combined position, requiring competitors to slow
or hinder the opposition to aid their team-mates,
as well as sailing as fast as possible.

The first morning saw a fresh but gusty breeze
from the south-west. Cambridge started strongly,
taking the first race with Jon Pinner and Tom
Heywood in a comfortable first and second place.
Ancient Varsity dictums state that no sailor may
helm two races in a row, so for the second race
the helms of the two B teams took up the tillers.
This second race was close-fought, with rival
boats passing within inches of each other while
trying to overtake downwind. Fortunately, the
prospect of losing a £1000 damage deposit did
much to sharpen the wits of all, and there were
no collisions. As the fleet emerged from the
carnage of the leeward mark, an Oxford boat was
penalised for luffing without rights, and given a
penalty turn. Cambridge edged ahead and took
the race, winning with first, second and fourth.
After an unfortunate misjudgement on the first
beat, Oxford won the third race, taking the tally 
to 2-1, but a resurgent Cambridge bagged the
next, making it 3-1 to the Light Blues at the end
of the day.

Varsity Matches are played as best of seven, so
Cambridge came out on the second day
determined to finish it in single race. Stronger
winds and some dubious timings from the start
boat made for a chaotic start, but Cambridge
emerged on top, with a 1, 2, 6 combination at the
top of the first beat. This position went
unchanged around the course until, rounding the
leeward mark, the leading boats found the next
buoy had dragged her anchor and was heading
downwind at a rate of knots. Fortunately, the
mark was recovered by an umpire boat. On the
final leg, Rachel Wigmore managed to sail
straight past all three Oxford boats from last into
third, giving Cambridge a clean sweep for a first,
second and third place win, and securing the
Varsity Trophy for Cambridge for the fourth year
in a row.

Cambridge University 
Cycling Club

The Cambridge University Cycling Club (CUCC) is one
of the oldest cycling clubs in the country, having been
founded in 1874. 
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Uplifted by the seconds' victory, James Dods led
out a Blues team in high spirits to face an Oxford
team completely unrecognisable from last year's
Varsity game. However, the Oxford Blues, less
experienced, and considerably less American
than last year, were not to be underestimated,
and had acquired several handy players in the
new season. The Cambridge team, by contrast,
seemed very familiar to those who watched in
the parks of Oxford this time last year. The four
additions, all of them American, did, however,
give the Light Blues a far more formidable
offensive line-up, and it was soon apparent that
this would make all the difference this year.

From the off, the Light Blues looked dynamic and
threatening, so it was no surprise when the ball
found itself in the back of the Oxford goal.
Celebrations were cut short however, as
Cambridge were found to be off-side, and the
goal discounted. Shortly after, the ball found its
way into the stick of Oxford's no. 21, their play-
maker behind the goal. A strong cut from the US
Navy attacker, and a weak Cambridge defensive
slide left the Light Blues a goal behind early on,
as has happened so many times this season.
Cambridge responded quickly, sticking in two in
quick succession. They would have gone into the
break 3-1 up, were it not for a second goal being
disallowed, this time for a crease violation, so the
Blues had to settle for a lead of a single goal. The
Light Blues had started to show the kind of fight
and determination that had been lacking for
much of the season. They picked up far more
than their share of ground balls, and solid work
from centre-man Alex Scanlon ensured that they
came up with the majority of the face-offs also.
The attack put great pressure on the Oxford clear 
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to regain possession cheaply, forcing several
mistakes. Meanwhile, the Cambridge clear
operated almost without incident.

Their lead was stretched further, as the Light
Blues continued to dominate proceedings,
producing plenty of chances in attack and
remaining solid at the back. Oxford, however,
fought bravely, and a combination of poor
finishing by the Light Blues and some excellent
saves by the Oxford keeper, meant that they
never lost touch with Cambridge's score and
never relinquished the pressure.

Several Light Blues players must have been
beginning to relax. With 1 minute 44 seconds left
in the game, and the score at 7-4, Oxford called a
time-out to prepare for one last desperate effort.
Only a minute later, Oxford had, incredibly, clawed
two back, to set up a completely frantic last 40
seconds of lacrosse. Oxford, uncharacteristically,
came up with the ball from the face-off and, quite
sensibly, wasted no time in starting their final
attack. The ball found its way to the Oxford no 9,
who, having burst into life in the last 2 minutes,
hastily beat the first defender. Several Cambridge
hearts must have skipped a beat, as the Dark Blue
midfielder took his shot. The hero of the moment
was Captain Dods, who was amazingly quick to
react, getting himself in the way of the shot and
taking the ball in the chest.

As the ball rolled off the pitch, the final whistles
blew, completing a historic pair of victories for
the men's lacrosse club. Months of training, five
times a week, were rewarded in that moment's
ecstasy. The Blues can now look toward next
year's meeting, when they will be in much same
situation as this year's Oxford team: trying to
build a team almost from scratch. It will be a huge
challenge to retain the Varsity Cup (particularly
since Oxford lost it), but I'll tell you one thing –
I can't wait!

Attacker Dave Haines and goal tender Chris Smith
both had strong cases for Man of the Match, for
their three goals and superb shot blocking
respectively, but the eventual honour went to 
the vice-Captain, defender Chris Jones. His efforts
in subduing Oxford's most dangerous attacker
prevented them from dictating play in the 
Light Blue half of the field, and were invaluable
on the day.

The men's teams would like to thank all those
involved in organising Varsity for a great day (and
night). We'd also like to thank again the four
referees, who all adjudicated in both of the men's
games. It was without doubt the best set of
officials for any game I've ever had the privilege
of playing in. Both matches were played safely
and in the correct spirit, whilst the adrenaline was
running high. That they were both still free
flowing, exciting games to watch was a testament
to the officiating skills of the referees.

Katie Smith
knocked a lot of time off her best, as did Emma
Kenney-Herbert. Nicky Brooks swam a personal
best time to claim well over 1,000 points and take
top spot in this event. After three events, the
Cambridge ladies had a comfortable 3,000 point

advantage. It was then the turn of the men to
take to the piste for their fencing. Again, Rob
Shaw was present to coach. The men’s fencing
was of a high standard and the Cambridge 
guys proved they had trained hard, as they 
came out victors in this phase to help close the
gap on Oxford.

Day 2 began with a trip to Blewbury Equestrian
Centre for the riding phase. A very technical and
tough course set the scene for a thrilling event.
First up were the ladies. First to go was
Cambridge's Emma Kenney-Herbert, who rode a
near perfect round to score maximum points. 
This was an extremely good achievement, which
only one other competitor managed. High scores
were achieved by all the Cambridge ladies. Most
noteworthy was Cat Wilson, who managed
competently to get round a course for the first
time in her pentathlon career, which was a huge
achievement and took considerable guts. With
some inexperienced riders, Oxford struggled to
match Cambridge, and therefore the Light Blues
extended their lead.

9-5 up.

Perhaps a little too delightedly it transpired. It
seems the effort of the first quarter caught up
with us and Oxford came out determined to level
the score. We did respond, in the shape of GK
Kerry Bloxham and her partner-in-crime Sarah
Warren at GD, with help from the unrivalled
chants of the Cambridge supporters. They set up
such a rotation that the Oxford GS, renowned for
her height and penchant for being static, was
highly unsettled and forced to actually run. A fine
achievement, but the tables had turned and
Oxford left the court 17-13 up at half-time.

This was a recoverable margin for Cambridge
after their solid first half performance. Especially
strong was Cambridge GS Kate Yateman-Smith
whose inimitable dodge kept Oxford’s gigantic
keeper guessing, but straight into the third
quarter Oxford upped their pace, resulting in
some pretty ferocious collisions from both sides,
and unfortunately a continued increase in
Oxford’s score line. Some awesome pressure and
great interceptions from Cambridge’s WD Rachel
Smith was not enough to hold Oxford off. Our
opposition’s height advantage at both ends of
the court proved too much.

Despite the tireless effort of every Cambridge
player up to the final whistle, and the ruthless
exploitation of Oxford’s mistakes by our
experienced attacking trio, which consisted of
player of the match Siân Folley, Kate Wright and
Rebecca Gwilliam, Oxford ran out 36-25 winners
and we were left to guzzle champagne,
exhausted but safe in the knowledge that it 
was an awesome contest and quite a spectacle.

individual places, with McGoldrick winning a 5th
consecutive Individual title and team newcomer
Kenney-Herbert impressively finishing on zero
penalties too, to take second place. The Captain,
3rd placed Cutts said ‘I’m absolutely delighted
with how all the team members rode today – it
was fantastic to win so decisively!’ However, with
only Cutts likely to remain riding for the team
next year, the team will be looking to new blood
to maintain their winning streak.

Sam Cutts and Natalie McGoldrick were selected
to ride for Britain, which was the only one of 
15 national teams to get two riders through to
the semi-finals of the show jumping. In the end,
Cutts took show jumping gold and McGoldrick
finished 5th.

On Boat Race weekend, an intrepid team of three
from Cambridge set out for Paris, in order to
contest the first ever International Student Horse
Race, held at the very prestigious Longchamps
racecourse, home of the Prix de l’Arc de Triomphe.
The team of Sam Cutts (Emmanuel), Emma
Kenney-Herbert (Emmanuel) and Helen Jamieson
(Homerton) produced a fantastic result. A win for
Cutts, 5th for Jamieson and 8th for Kenney-
Herbert ensured another Varsity success for
Cambridge, as the two Oxford contenders could
only record 4th and 12th placings. After the race,
Cutts declared ‘I’ve never experienced anything
like it – totally exhilarating!’ although she was
rather more flummoxed by the various French
interviews which followed. 

The girls were invited to the race after a training
weekend in Chantilly in February, after which
they all trained hard to prepare for the very
different challenges of race riding. Whilst all three
girls ride regularly and are on the University
Riding Team, they found the demands of riding
‘jockey style’ rather greater than they expected.
Indeed, Jamieson declared she could no longer
stand up when she dismounted at the end of the
race, although she was later keen to blame this
on the celebratory champagne. Cutts qualified
for the Grand Final, held at St Cloud Racecourse
on the 1st of May, where she was the sole British
representative, finishing 5th.

The Chancellors’Trophy for target rifle shooting,
given by the chancellors of the universities in
1862, is always a hard-fought contest, and
consists of ten scoring shots at 300, 500 and 600
yards from each of the VIII.  However, preparation
up to the match highlighted the gulf that exists
at present between the rifle clubs of Oxford and
Cambridge, with the Dark Blues fielding fewer
than the necessary eight in the individual
competitions before the Chancellors; meanwhile,
CURA had 15 people in the Imperial Open

Meeting from which to select its team.
On the day, the huge difference between the
squads was apparent.  The first distance was 300
yards, where the impact of the wind is least and
the quality of shooting most important. After all
firers had finished ten shots to count, CURA were
already 33 points ahead, having dropped only 
21 out of 400 points.  OURC, meanwhile, had
suffered from poor organisation and equipment
malfunction.  After 500 yards, this gap was
extended to a lead of 51.  At this stage three
Cambridge firers – Andy Nowacki, Peter Seebohm
and Rosanne Furniss – all had maximum scores of
100, with 14, 14 and 10 central ‘V’-bulls
respectively.

At the final distance of 600 yards, where the
experience and skill of the coaches who adjust
for the swirling wind matter most, Cambridge
actually improved on their score at the previous
range, dropping only 22 points.  Two of CURA’s
shots scored the same or better than the average
of the Great Britain team, which shot at the same
time in the same conditions: Seebohm finished
with 148.18v, whilst Nowacki came home with
149.21v, the two having coached each other to
these fantastic scores.  Furniss’ total was 146.15,
whilst Mike Spencer, also a wind coach, scored
143.  Rob Bogie was the final coach.

Such an emphatic victory – 67 points being the
largest winning margin for at least 15 years – was
truly a deserved result from a team
representative of the depth of CURA’s ability.

Cambridge University 
Rifle Association

CURA is the University’s rifle shooting club, firing
full-bore rifles at targets up to 1200 yards away.  
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The Humphry Trophy for the match rifle Varsity
Match, which began in 1880, was held earlier in
the meeting, and consists of one sighting shot
and 15 to count, at the distances of 1,000, 1,100
and 1,200 yards, fired by teams of four.  This year
more than ever the outcome could not be relied
upon, though competitions prior to the event
again showed that CURA’s task in picking their IV
would be much harder than OURC’s.  Eventually,
Mike Spencer, Rosanne Furniss, Peter Seebohm
and Andy Nowacki were tasked with the job of
shooting straight.

With the help of external coaches – from the
English and Irish national sides for Cambridge –
the scores on the day were very high.  After the
first distance, CURA were left with a two-point
deficit behind Oxford’s 290 out of 300, and on a
day with little wind to push the bullets out of the
bullseye, this left the onus on the students to do
the work.  By 1100 yards, however, a score of 285
from Cambridge had turned things around, to
give CURA a wafer-thin lead of two.  The final
distance, where things can go very wrong, was
solid, and the Light Blues held their nerve for a
score of 281 – a win by eight points with 854.76v.
Mike Spencer scored the highest with 216.22v,
followed by Nowacki (214) and Furniss (MR
Captain), ahead of Seebohm.

Other News

The Imperial Meeting held at Bisley in Surrey, the
largest gathering of target rifle shooters from all
over the world, and the setting for the Varsity
Matches, was, in 2007, also the backdrop for
CURA’s domination over other universities.  More
than that, under the guiding hand of Cambridge
shooting, new and experienced riflemen achieved
tremendous success on an individual level.

Concurrent with the Chancellors’Trophy, BUSA
holds the short range championships for target
rifle.  Because of the Varsity Match, CURA was
unable to compete with its top IV, but
nonetheless came a respectable 8th, with what
was essentially its 3rd IV, against the other
universities’ best teams.  The nominated team
from the Chancellors, however, would have
beaten London, the winners on the day, by a
sizeable 13 points out of only 600.

Two days later, CURA was able to face the other
universities on a level footing in the Universities
Long Range match, held over 900 and 1000 yards.
Here, Nowacki, Seebohm, Furniss and Spencer
again bested the opposition under the coaching
of old member Charles Dickenson, beating
London by two points with 377.28.  Top scorer
was Seebohm with 98.8v.  This places Cambridge
as the top shooting university at present, also
winning the BUSA Aggregate of the short and
long range competitions.

In match rifle, Seebohm, Spencer and Furniss
were amongst the top ten junior shooters.  In the
home nations match, the ‘Elcho’, Seebohm shot
for Scotland and Adam Mayers was sub-coach for
Wales, whilst John Lindsay III and Furniss were
victorious for England in the Five Nations match.

In target rifle, Seebohm came 69th in the Grand
Aggregate and shot in the final for the most
prestigious trophy in shooting – HM The Queen’s
Prize – both of which reinforce his case as one of
the best 100 riflemen at Bisley, and probably the
sport as a whole.  Furniss made the second stage
of the Prize, for the best 300 firers.  Both were in
the final (top 100) of the St. George’s competition,

with Seebohm gaining ‘X’-class status as the
highest rank of target shooter.  Furniss, the
unsurprising novice success story of the Meeting,
also came 3rd in the Young Rifleman’s Aggregate
for those new to the sport, 133rd in the Grand
Aggregate of all firers, and won the Fulton pairs
with Spencer for ‘T’-class shooters.  Seebohm and
Nowacki were 4th in the same competition for
‘A’s, and would have won it but for the Captain’s
back injury.  Nowacki was 176th in the Grand and
shot for Cambridgeshire alongside Furniss, whilst
also scoring ‘possibles’ (maximum scores) in the
Alexandria and St. George’s competitions.
Possibles in individual competitions also came
from Mayers, Furniss and Seebohm.  Seebohm
subsequently topped off an incredible home
season by becoming World Under-25 Champion
at the Palma, held in Canada – truly an incredible
achievement for a CURA shot.

CURA’s 2007 season was the most successful in
recent years and is the product of an enthusiastic,
tight-knit squad which has been dedicated in its
efforts to improve, showing over and over again
that it is and deserves to be the best team out of
any university. 

Thanks must also go to all those outside of the
current membership who have helped in terms of
shooting, finance or morale.  Due to them, the
club is set to repeat this year’s glory in 2008.

Cambridge got the better of Oxford for the second successive
year at Twickenham today to win the 125th Varsity Match,
sponsored by Lehman Brothers.

In front of a healthy crowd of 41,000, a penalty try converted by
Jon Ufton, a penalty kicked by Dave Tibbott and skipper John
Blaikie’s last ditch touchdown sealed victory, to take their
number of wins to 59 over the Dark Blues of Oxford with 52.

In addition to the first XV (the Blues) CURUFC runs
a second XV (the LX Club) and an Under 21 side. 
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Cambridge always had the upper hand thanks to
their forwards, who dominated the scrums and
line-outs, and were all too often quicker to the
breakdown, where superb work by Dave O ‘Brien
was a key factor.

Two opening penalty shots missed their target,
before Jon Ufton finally converted his side’s
penalty try after 17 minutes, when the Oxford
flanker picked the ball out of the scrum as
Cambridge drove to within a yard or so of the
Oxford line. But, while Oxford hit back with two
penalties to narrow the gap to 7-6, they got on
the wrong side of a ruck bang on half-time, for
Tibbott to kick the resultant penalty for a 10-6
lead at the break.

Oxford committed too many errors in the second
half, breaking up their rhythm and patterns, and
even veteran Australian international centre Joe
Roff could not make much of an impact on the
lively and highly effective Cambridge defence.

Tibbott missed a simple chance for three points
early in the second half, but dominant Cambridge
finally made sure of victory three minutes from
time, when their forwards produced line out
possession from a penalty kick to the corner and
drove to the line, for skipper Blaikie to get the
final touchdown at the bottom of the ruck.

Other News

A new Varsity Match sponsorship was announced
during the year and Lehman Brothers, the global
investment bank, became the exclusive sponsor
of the 125th Oxford vs Cambridge Varsity Match
at Twickenham in December. Lehman Brothers is
also supporting the Women’s Varsity Match. This

marks the first time that both matches have been
backed by the same sponsor. Following
successful exposure at, and satisfaction with, both
matches, Lehman Brothers committed to a four
year sponsorship agreement, securing the events
until 2010

Blues fly-half Jonny Ufton (St Edmund’s) became
the latest player to gain a rare 50 caps for the
club.

An Oxbridge XV played a match to help celebrate
the centenary of the Army RFU. Playing in front of
a vocal crowd at Aldershot Army base, Oxbridge
were hit early by a barrage of attacks led by the
Army’s Fijian contingent. Their pace and power
was a sight to behold and only excellent
scramble defence by Oxbridge kept the score
down. To their credit Oxbridge never gave up and
scored some good tries either side of half-time. It
was a memorable evening for all concerned and
is a match that hopefully can become a regular
fixture in the Oxbridge calendar.

Blues players Ross Blake, Tom Malaney and David
Tibbott all trialled and were selected to play for
England Students during the year.

After a successful start to his first season playing
for Scottish club Borders, Ed Kalman has been

selected in the Scotland A squad to play Australia
A. Ed completed an MPhil in Technology Policy
last year and was a vital member of the victorious
2005 Blues squad.

In various shortened versions of the game
worldwide, CURUFC was well represented by past
and present members. Three current Blues (Ross
Blake, Nathan Johnson and Trevor Boynton) were
all playing in the GFI Hong Kong 10s. Ross and
Nathan were playing for invitation side Samurai,
who lost in the quarter-finals of the cup. Trevor
Boynton played his part in the Irish Vikings side,
who won the Plate Competition. Former Blue
Simon Amor was also in Hong Kong, captaining
the England 7s side, which lost in the quarter-
finals to New Zealand.  

Former Kiwi 7s player, and former Blue, Owen
Scrimgeour, agreed to coach the university 7s
squad in the season.

Former All Blacks centre and two-time Blue, Mark
Robinson, became the Chief Executive of the
Taranaki Rugby Football Union in early April.
While at Cambridge University, Robinson earned
a Masters Degree in political studies and
philosophy.

Other News

2006–07 has been a varied season for CUWRFC,

Cambridge unable to make it three in a row

On Wednesday night, windy conditions greeted
Oxford and Cambridge’s Rugby League teams
when they met at the Harlequin’s Stoop.
Cambridge were looking to record their third
victory in a row, whilst Oxford were thirsty to
avenge their 44-0 rout last year. 

Straight from kick-off, it became clear that this
was not the same Oxford team that suffered that
defeat; the Dark Blues were getting bigger
numbers to the tackle, and knocking Cambridge
back. Despite Oxford’s strength in defence,
Cambridge soon put together some good phases
of play, using their full number of tackles
effectively, and after only two minutes the Light
Blues were sufficiently near to the Oxford line for
Kelvin Donald to dive over for Cambridge’s first
try. Dave Bulley, the captain and replacement
kicker, however, missed the conversion, and the
score was left at 4-0 to Cambridge. 

Any hopes that Oxford would be cowed by this
early try were dispelled as Cambridge suffered
bone-jarring hit after hit. After a frustrated
Cambridge infringement, Oxford’s kicker slotted
a penalty to make the score 4-2.

Just as it looked like Oxford were building up a
head of steam with possession and territory, Dave
Bulley, leading from the front, broke the Oxford
defensive line well within his own half, and then
had the stamina to run his team’s second try
home from 70m out. After another missed
conversion, with 13 minutes gone, Cambridge 
led by 8-2.

Cambridge University

Cambridge University Amateur Rugby League
Football Club is based around about 30 players who
train twice a week and play in the Midlands division
of the BUSA leagues. 
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After the restart, Oxford had a good period of
possession and used their allotted tackles well,
failing to convert dangerous position into points
because of the slippery conditions and a strong
defensive display from Bulley in the mid-field.
Finally a break came, with a dubious Oxford
forward pass putting winger Dave Black over the
Cambridge line, and he successfully converted to
draw level.

If Cambridge had been somewhat under pressure
at the end of the first half, this all changed after
play resumed. Their defence was solid and Oxford
quickly tired against it, allowing Cambridge to
counter-attack. Some promising phases almost
came to fruition until Sam Gluck uncharacteristically
spilt the ball in front of Oxford’s try-line. 

Oxford seemed to have lost some of their
precision and fire during this period of the game,
rarely completing a full set of six tackles, but still
Cambridge could not convert possession into
points, despite some further strong charges. The
Light Blues were clearly missing their first choice
kicker Andrew Wigan, who had injured his arm
before the match, failing to capitalise on their
fifth tackle kicks. 

Cambridge’s hard-work finally paid off after 61
minutes when some good phases of play driving
up to the Oxford line allowed Matt Bray to snaffle
a try. Bulley this time was able to convert,
levelling the scores at 14-14.

But, just as the tide seemed to be turning
Cambridge’s way, Oxford regrouped well.
Managing to string together full sets of tackles
for virtually the first time in the second half, they
showed their pedigree, stretching a tired
Cambridge to the limit, scoring and converting in
the 69th minute to make it 20-14.

After this last score, the game became scrappier
as fatigue set in. Cambridge had a lot of the
possession but game-breakers Bulley and Gluck
were unable to muster their raging form of the
first half. Strong Oxford defence and counter-
attack ensured that Cambridge never really
threatened their line in this last phase of play. The
final whistle blew over two exhausted teams who
had given it their all. Oxford’s defence and
strength countering the high ball had ensured
that they had stayed ahead of Cambridge. Man of
the match went to Oxford winger Dave Black,
himself a former Light Blue player.

Other News

After Christmas, in the second half of our season,
we played the Harlequins RL academy, the senior
team of which competes in the super league, and
Featherstone Rovers U21’s, a semi professional
side playing in National League 1.  The club
chairman, ex-Captain Martin Woodcock,
organised an excellent coaching set up for the
players, many of whom had not played rugby
league before they came to Cambridge. John
Evans, John Kain and Marcus Tobin each took
responsibility for certain aspects of the team. This
year John Kain introduced us to video analysis of
our games and we became the first student RL
team in the country to use the Sports Performer
package. In the national BUSA Cup, we were
knocked out by Sheffield Hallam, two weeks after
the Varsity Match.

Cambridge reserve Renwick Russell started off
the men’s match in confident fashion by
producing a typically controlling performance to
grind down his Oxford counterpart Ian Gibson in
four hard-fought games.

At fifth string, Charlie Richardson took on the
Oxford Captain, the ex-Johnian Sharif Ismael,
much improved since leaving Cambridge. Both
players began hitting the ball very sweetly and
the match see-sawed back and forth. However, it
was the Oxford Captain who came out on top, in
three tight games of real quality.

The Cambridge Captain, Matt Austin, made short
work of his match against Oxford’ s experienced
Ollie Rider, playing his fourth Varsity Match.
Austin delivered a clinical performance, not
allowing his opponent to settle. He controlled 
the T throughout the match, and dispatched 
any loose balls with confidence and class to 
even the score.

Another exciting match was played at number
three string, where the talented Nick Sutcliffe
took on the perennial Oxford number three, the
notoriously tricky Tom Bilyard. After two hard
fought games the match was all square, and it
looked like Sutcliffe’s superior touch would tell,
yet Bilyard stepped a level to take the next two
games and the match.

With Cambridge needing to win the final two
rubbers to take the match, Jamie Douglas started
quickly against six-time Blue, Nick Hillyard.
Although the rallies were hard-fought, Douglas
seemed to come out on top on most occasions.
Hillyard was very willing to rally the ball, hitting
good, consistent length on the backhand in
particular.  However, when the ball went in short,
it was Douglas who proved more ruthless,
showing a combination of touch and deception
to finish off points quickly with some
breathtaking strokes.

Thus the number one string match would decide
the 2007 Varsity Match, which certainly suited the
pressure and anticipation.  The match was fast
paced and full of quality, as expected from two
players with such distinguished junior careers.
The rallies were hard and often extended beyond
twenty shots, which perhaps did not suit
Cambridge’s Harry Leitch, who was recovering
from a virus that had seen him out for the
previous two weeks.  Oxford’s ex-American all-
star, William Broadbent, won the first and third
games to take a 2-1 lead. Leitch, however, clearly
struggling, somehow found a way to fight back
and take the match into a fifth and final game.
Again, the rallies were ferocious, with Broadbent
taking the ball in short on the backhand to great
effect, making his Cambridge counterpart
retrieve well.  At the end of a thrilling fifth game it
was Broadbent who prevailed and won a hard
fought Varsity Match for Oxford. Nevertheless,
Leitch’s courageous performance earned him the
man of the match award.

Next year, however, with all of Oxford’s team
expecting to finish their PhDs, Cambridge will be
confident of reclaiming the trophy that they lost
after nine consecutive wins.

Men's Swimming:
The 2007 Varsity Match was the closest in seven
years and in my opinion the highest quality in
recent memory. The whole team stepped up to
the occasion with great swims in every event, and
our strength in depth showed as the match
progressed. The key races were the 200m
Freestyle and 100m Breaststroke, in which we
secured 1-2 finishes to dampen Oxford’s hopes.
The Man of the Match Trophy was awarded to
Brett McLean for both his outstanding 100m
Breaststroke after a gruelling 200m Individual
Medley, and his attitude and commitment
throughout the year. A special mention must 
go to Tom Close who, in his last Varsity Match,
won both the 100m and 200m Freestyle in
convincing fashion.

Ladies' Swimming:
The Varsity Match turned out to be the closest for
seven years. The points were split down the
middle in five out of the six events. The 100m
Breaststroke proved the turning point, with
Woman of the Match Katherine Hedley winning
and Kate Hindson securing second place.
Individual wins also went to Teresa Thurston in
100m Butterfly and Emma Game in 100m
Freestyle. The 4 x 50m Medley Relay team of
Catherine Dobson, Katherine Hedley, Teresa
Thurston and Sonia White won by an impressively
large margin.

Men's Water Polo:
The Varsity Match was held in Cambridge this
year, and the team performed to a very high
standard against an Oxford 13 which included 
two full senior internationals and one junior
international. The final margin of victory was an
impressive five goals.

Ladies’Water Polo:
The Ladies Team finally regained possession of
the Varsity Match trophy following an excellent
game. Despite Cambridge dominating the ball,
the score line was very close, due to a brave
comeback by Oxford in the final quarter. It was
great to win in Cambridge as it was for many
deserving players the last opportunity to win the
Varsity Match with this University. Special
mention should go to Janet Scott, for an
incredible game in goal, and Maxine von Eye and
Bridget Riley for their outstanding play.

Other News

Men's Water Polo:
The team underwent some considerable changes
this year, both in terms of structure and
personnel. Many of the experienced players who
have been playing together from previous years
graduated last summer, so many of the first team
players were newcomers. In addition the squad
structure was altered to bring on a second team
of a strength and skill level sufficient to compete
in the BUSA competition, with the intention of
raising the overall standard of water polo played
in Cambridge, and thus ensure our continued
ability to compete at the highest level of
university water polo in Britain. The experiment
was a success, with both first and second teams
performing well, and the squad retaining a very
strong core of players going into next season.

Despite the changes, Cambridge had a promising
start to the year, taking part in the annual Tisbury
Trophy tournament held in Bishop’s Stortford and
winning it for the first time. This included
victories over three national league teams (the
highest level of club water polo in the UK) and
the Metropolitan Police (always fearsome
opponents). A further tournament victory
followed in a Scottish Universities invitational
where Cambridge defeated the top two teams in
the Scottish Universities League.

The team's BUSA 1st Division league group was
exceptionally strong this year with
Loughborough, University of London Union
(winners for the past two years, and eventual
winners this year as well) and Oxford. Results
were mixed, with a loss to ULU by five, a last
minute loss by an individual goal in dubious
circumstances to Loughborough, and an away
draw against Oxford. This meant that progression
in BUSA was halted, and was the only dip in an
otherwise exceptionally successful season.

This year also saw the University enter a local
club league for the first time, with the first
fixtures coming at the start of Easter term, and
the remainder scheduled for the Michaelmas
term of next year. This has provided a platform for
the continuing members of the squad to begin
competing together, and strengthens the
continuity of the team as a whole as it moves
forwards. Thus far the league fixtures have
resulted in two emphatic victories, one draw and
one tightly fought loss to the City of Cambridge,
whose strong team National League standard
team were pushed to the final whistle by a
University team still growing in experience.
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The joint water polo tour to Pisa this year was a
considerable success, both in terms of
competitive results and impact on the team's
playing capabilities. The host club in Pisa were
kind enough to organise an invitational event in
Cambridge's honour, and the invited teams were
of a very high standard, including a junior team
that came second in the Italian junior
championships. As an indication of the standard
this implies, a junior player in Italy is often paid 
to play for their club, and a top player can 
expect a full-time professional career in water
polo. The second place achieved by the Blues
team in the tournament (following a draw with
and then a narrow defeat to the winning team
described above) was unexpected and a 
superb achievement.

The second team competed in a number of
friendly matches, as well as the BUSA shield
(second tier). The BUSA group saw them pitched
against three first teams from UCL, Portsmouth
and Surrey universities. The team came third in
the group, with the strongest defensive record of
the four, and gained considerable experience
from the fixtures. Other notable club events this
year included the annual "Town vs. Gown" match,
which ended in a draw, and the university
hosting and organising a refereeing course which
boasted the most new referees ever qualified in a
single course in Britain.

The continuing players in the squad and the
emergence of the second team as viable BUSA
contenders bode well for the future of
Cambridge water polo, and already those
remaining for next year are competing in the East
Midlands League (the first Cambridge water polo
team to enter a club competition) with notable
success. I am therefore optimistic that the team
will continue to thrive into the future, and fully
anticipate the retention of our Varsity trophy.

Ladies' Water Polo:
We were lucky this year to retain many of the
squad from last year. We had a strong season
from the start, with a series of wins in friendlies,
and a win away against Oxford in the first round
of BUSA. The first friendly was a tournament in
Edinburgh, which we lost by just one goal,
despite being only seven players. Other friendlies
played were:

Manchester University (H) Won 14-9
Oxford (A) Won 5-3
Southampton (H) Won 11-10 

The team worked a lot on basic skills at the start
of the year, and this resulted in huge
improvements in team communication and
accuracy. Jennifer MacLeod made a brilliant
debut in BUSA water polo after only seven weeks
of play.  These skills were further improved and a
series of new tactics introduced during our
training tour to Pisa. There we played a number
of Italian teams, even winning a couple of games. 
It was especially noted that Janet Scott made
great improvements in her goal keeping skills
during tour, and went from being rather hesitant

as a player to a confident and reliable goal keeper.
We also had a visiting team from Potsdam come
and play, which was another great opportunity.
We lost the first game, but rose to the challenge
and won the second.

We were disappointingly knocked out of BUSA in
the first round, following defeat by
Loughborough, and a narrow loss against ULU.  

Our season, however, ended well, with our
comfortable win over Oxford in the Varsity Match.

The team benefited this year from its large
number of friendlies early in the season and from
having a strong squad retained from last year.
Nonetheless, it is clear that this team had a higher
level of understanding and communication than
in many previous years. It has been a genuine
pleasure to play with the team as it stands. We
look forward to maintaining this momentum in
the next year, despite the loss of many key
players, under the captaincy of Rachael Mell.

Men's Swimming:
Coming into the 2006–07 season with seven
straight undefeated Varsity years behind us, the
Men’s Swimming Team was undoubtedly under
pressure. However with a very experienced and
talented squad, combined with a continuation of
the winning culture established over the past
seven years, it was another successful season for
the Men’s Swimming team. 

Only one of last year’s Varsity stars (Man of the
Match Andrew McConnell) had left Cambridge
over the summer, and new additions Will Wall and
Ho-On To fitted seamlessly into the team. The first
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competition of the year was our Inter-University
Relays Gala, in which we showed promising early-
season form but lost out to the University of
Hertfordshire by a single point.

In November we competed in the BUSA short
course nationals held in Sheffield. In a high class
competition, the team achieved good times and
got some much needed race practice after a
tough term of very hard training. The following
week, we travelled to Bath for the BUSA league
first round. In the tightest of competitions, some
outstanding times and gutsy racing placed us
second in the South (ahead of Bath University in
joint third) which put us through to the national
final by a single point (this time in our favour!).
University Records were broken by Viktor Stein
and Daniel O’Dea, as well as for the 4 x 50m
Freestyle Relay.

Having done so well to qualify back in November,
we ended the season at the BUSA League Final in
April. Strong swims meant the team finished 8th
– a good result due to the drastically increasing
quality of BUSA competitions.

Ladies' Swimming:
BUSA Short course Championships, Sheffield,
17th–19th November 2006

The team competed well at the BUSA Short
course Championships to produce promising
early season form. Emma Game and Katherine
Hedley both qualified for the finals of 50m
Freestyle and 50m Breaststroke respectively,
breaking University records in the process. Both

finished 8th in their respective events.  Strong
swims were seen throughout the weekend, most
notably from Heather Moore and Sonia White.

BUSA Round 1 and Finals, Bath and Nottingham
25th November 2006 and 28th April 2007

A strong team travelled to Bath at the end of
Michaelmas term for the qualifying round of
BUSA. The ladies took four records, with Katherine
Hedley leading the honours performing in
typically strong style in the 100m and 50m
Breaststroke, each taken by an impressive margin,
eclipsing records set in 1999. Emma Game took
the 100m freestyle record by almost a second.
Emma Game and Katherine Hedley were joined
by Teresa Thurston and Catherine Dobson in the
4 x 50m Freestyle relay with the quartet lowering
the seven year old record by almost a second. 
A very close competition saw Cambridge finish
second and qualify for the National
Championship Final. The team was 8th in the
National Championship Final.

Additional Individual Achievements:
At the ASA Regional Championships, Katherine
Hedley took bronze in the 50m Breaststroke and
Catherine Dobson came 6th in the 50m
Backstroke. At the Cambridgeshire County
Championships, Catherine Dobson took the silver
medal in both the 50m Backstroke and the 50m
Breaststroke. Both girls played a key part in the
gold medal winning relay teams. At the National
Masters Championships, Catherine Dobson took
bronze in the 50m backstroke in the 25-29 year
old age group, breaking the regional record.

On Saturday, 24th February, Cambridge
triumphed at home over Oxford in the annual
Table Tennis Varsity Match, 26-4, in a display of
consistent superiority. 

The Men’s First Team won 9-1, with seven
matches quickly terminated in three straight
games (each game to 11 points; best of five
games to win a match). Stanley Zhang and Glyn
Eggar saw off the Oxford Nos. 1 and 2, while
Devesh Shete and Hamish Yeung had to fight
harder, against a tactically ranked Oxford
opposition, yet commendably prevailed. In
particular, Oxford’s Chris “Dr. Neubauer” Hansell, a
“defensive wizard” with long-pimpled rubbers,
provided the tensest games against Shete and
Yeung (two attacking players), gaining his team’s
sole point.

In the BUSA League, we achieved excellent
league results against Middlesex, LSB and Bath,
and topped the Premier Division (South). In the
Men’s Championship knock-outs we beat Oxford
14-3, had a bye against UWIC, beat Northumbria
11-6 in the semi-final (Sheffield) and lost narrowly
(9-6) to Loughborough in the final – a very tense
day of close games! This effectively places us as
the second strongest university table tennis
squad in the country – an achievement of which
we can be very proud.

In the BUSA Individuals tournament in
Nottingham, there were many strong
performances, with medals going to Stanley
Zhang (Men’s Singles quarter-finalist) and 
Jen To (Mixed Doubles semi-finalist, partnered
with Zhang).

In the Local League Tournament this year, two of
our players, Phil Intallura and Arjun Chandna,
battled it out in the Handicap Singles final.
Devesh Shete reached the Men’s Singles 
semi-final, and he and Matthew Jarvis got to 
the Men’s Doubles semi-final.

Men: Having already beaten Oxford twice in the
BUSA League, the home side looked the
favourites for the Varsity Match against the Dark
Side. However, with Chalupnik out with an ankle
injury, and Oxford fielding several veterans not
present in their BUSA defeats, the match looked
like it might play out rather interestingly for the
large crowd gathered in Kelsey Kerridge.

Coach Jacquet sent out Florian and Niederste-
Ostholt swing hitting, Meeder and Neher
blocking middle, Li setting and Sarkozy
captaining the Light Blues from the power spot.
Finely would round out the side in white. After a
convincing warm-up, the teams took the floor,
with Oxford Captain Zuev serving. On a side note,
both the Oxford Men and Women's team had
phenomenal captains, both of whom, of course,
attended Cambridge as undergraduates. The
Blues sided out, and points were traded to start
the set. The Cambridge attack, at first a bit
daunted by their own crowd, soon sorted itself
out, and began to push points on most rotations,
developing a convincing lead by the middle of
the set. Sarkozy, erratic at the start of the set,
began to connect with Li, and back to back kills
brought the crowd to its feet.

Cambridge University 
Volleyball Club
CUVC is based on promoting volleyball at all levels within the
University, with first teams (Blues) which are competitive on
the National Stage (having won BUSA and the England
Student Cup) and even tour internationally.  
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Cambridge sent out the same lineup in the
second set, and the game played out surprisingly
similarly, though perhaps with a slight increase in
the quality of volleyball. Oxford's Ball began to
impose himself on the match, and scored from
around the court to keep the struggling Dark
Side in the game. However, Cambridge's more
balanced attack pressed ahead, and again, a mid
set lead was just not within Oxford's reach. Set
Two to Cambridge, 25-18.

In the third, Zubko replaced Neher, but
Cambridge started abysmally. A passing collapse
saw an early deficit form, and forced Jacquet to
call his first time out. His harsh words had some
positive effect, with Cambridge siding out with
better frequency. However, service errors would
abound, and Oxford also raised their game, Ball in
particular tooling the Cambridge block. A late
push closed the score-line, although Cambridge
would suffer defeat, to 19 points.

The same six would take the floor in the fourth
(and final) set, with renewed energy. The passing
stabilised, and with all the Cambridge options
open, there was little the Oxford defence could
do. The substitution of Purwin for Meeder was a
reward for his hard work in training, and his play
on the court matched the occasion, providing a
viable attack option and solid block. A 10 point
Cambridge lead fell to 5, but by then it was too
late, a crushing first tempo ended the reign of the
Dark Side, deservingly returning the Varsity spoils
to Cambridge.

Women: Cambridge Women's Blues looked
forward to this year’s Varsity match. They had
trained hard for this event all year and had a
home advantage. The two teams had already met
twice in the BUSA league season, and had each
won their respective home fixtures, albeit with
weaker travelling squads. By all accounts, the two
teams at full strength would be evenly matched,
and Cambridge were keen to set the record
straight after the defeats of the last two years.

The crowd had already assembled in Kelsey
Kerridge to meet the home side, with a starting
six consisting of Bethan Shaffery (Captain), Helen
MacIntyre, Antigone Dimas, Claire Clelland,
Antonia Cuiffreda and Lisa Streit and a substitute
bench consisting of Gina Passante, Jane Ding,
Yvonne Beyer, Maria Opanova, Julia Lasserre and
Olga Polunina. Vocal support for Cambridge
spurred the team through an energetic warm-up
to the face-off at the start of the match.

The Blues ran away with a strong start by winning
the first set comfortably. Oxford seemed unable
to settle and committed a large number of
service and passing errors, leaving the stronger
Cambridge attack to pick up the points, Antonia
and Helen being fairly unstoppable through the
middle. The second set was a closer affair, as
Oxford crept back into the game, but good left-
side hitting from Antigone, set up accurately by
Bethan from good serve-receive passing, kept the
Cambridge team ahead, and gave them a
commanding 2-0 lead. A back injury to pass-
specialist Claire at the end of the second set saw
Gina replacing her on court. Oxford saw this
rearrangement to the Cambridge team as their
chance and spurred on to a last ditch effort. 

The Blues seemed surprised by the change in
their opponents and were not able to respond in
kind, dropping behind in the set and making
sequential errors in play to lose the set. The fourth
set was hard-fought, Lisa bringing her serve into
play to ace the Oxford passing unit three times.
Antonia and Helen were the main attack force in
this set but fitness was starting to tell on the
Cambridge team; passing was not as accurate
and tired legs were increasing setting and hitting
errors. Into the tie-break fifth set, Oxford looked
the stronger team, although Cambridge did
valiantly raise their game one last time. All credit
to Oxford for a dogged determination to defend
everything that Cambridge could throw at them,
and eventually turn the match to a win for the
Dark Blues.

Other News

CUVC once again had a successful season, with
the women’s Blues in particular fielding an
impressive BUSA run, being defeated only in the
National semi-finals.  The men matched this feat
in the Student Cup, coming 3rd nationally.  The
men also completed their first ever undefeated
League run, being the first Cambridge volleyball
side to win their BUSA regional division.  While
injuries prevented a successful campaign
continuation through to the finals, the Blues men
rebounded, by winning the prestigious Home
Nations Tournament.  The Blues formed a joint
invited team with Oxford, and defeated Home
Nations teams sporting senior internationals.
Several Blues players also led Cambridge teams
to promotion in the National League, both in the
men’s and women’s divisions.  
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The Cambridge Blues Men were invited back to
the Heineken Dutch Student Championships
(Hajraa), held in Eindhoven, and were eager to
improve upon their less than stellar performance
the previous year. Although the Dutch contingent
of the Blues was not in attendance, Dalmaso and
Willis returned to the squad, and guest coach
Carrie Koen took the team to an impressive 8th
place finish in the top division.

On the first day, the Blues started off against
defending champions Eindhoven, and
Cambridge started strongly, taking the first set.
The lineup of Dalmaso setting opposite Sarkozy,
with Willis and Chalupnik on the left, and Purwin
and Zubko in the middle, proved effective
throughout the day, splitting points in all but
their final match. This record put the Blues into
the middle pool (1-6, 
7-11, 12-15) on the second day of play, and they
celebrated in style. Sunday saw far superior
weather, and the Blues once again used their
alcohol fueled energy to begin well, defeating
their first opponents in straight sets.
Unfortunately, it appeared that said opponents
had indulged even more than the Cambridge
players, and actually were not in the right pool,
so the victory was not counted by the organisers.
Cambridge handled this matter with their usual
confusion at not really knowing the language,
but got on with their play, splitting points the day
through, good enough for an 8th place finish.

The night was spent in Eindhoven, where setting
legend Dalmaso cooked an incredible meal, and
the team relaxed, enjoying a great weekend of
volleyball and new and old friends.

The 2nd EVA Beach Student Cup was held in
Brighton, and despite exam pressure, the
Cambridge Blues entered into the Men's and
Women's Competitions, as well as the Mixed
Fours. Shaffery and MacIntyre earned a 5th place
Women's finish with their quarter-final
appearance, while Sarkozy and Chalupnik placed
9th in the Men's division. Together, however, the
four were unbeatable, taking the Mixed Bracket
without dropping a set, and thus claiming
Cambridge University's first ever Beach 
Volleyball Trophy!

The second teams continue to impress, with the
Men’s seconds winning the Spring Cup, a regional
knock-out competition.  They also finished 3rd in
division 1 of the Southern Regional league.  The
women’s seconds received a ‘best seconds’ offer
to progress through to the EVA Student Cup
Finals, a first for Cambridge University.

The Beginners team continues to be a strong
social front and introduction to volleyball, with
membership ever growing, and spreading back to
colleges to form strong Cuppers competitions.
